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MIX INSTRUCTIONS FOR STANDARD POLYURETHANE AND EPOXY RESIN SYSTEMS

Equipment required for mixing- gloves, goggles, personal protection equipment as indicated on the products Health and Safety literature, 3 clean mixing vessels per mix, a mixing implement (NB do not use any implement which could contain moisture eg. wood), weighing scales.  

STEP 1. Following the instructions as indicated on the container labels all Resin / Base components must be thoroughly homogensied prior to use. In some cases, where indicated the Hardener/ Activator component must also be thoroughly homogensied before use. Periods of storage can lead to a degree of settlement depending on the product therefore it is also recommended, wherever possible, to regularly rotate, invert or agitate the stock. 

In the case of pre-weighed Systems miss out Steps 2 – 3

STEP 2. Take a clean vessel, tare it and weigh out the Base / Resin component to the given ratio as indicated on the Technical data sheet. It is imperative that the ratio is kept within 0.2 either side of the given ratio and failure to do so will result in an unusable product. 

STEP 3. Take a clean vessel, tare it and weigh out the Activator / Hardener component to the given ratio as indicated on the Technical data sheet. (See Step 2 The above conditions apply).

NB. Always weigh out the Base / Resin and Activator / Hardener component in separate vessels. If an over addition is made using one vessel the mix will be useless.

STEP 4. Slowly add the Activator / Hardener to the Base / Resin component stirring gently, scraping the sides and bottom of the container to ensure a homogenous mixture. Once the Activator / Hardener is added in entirity stir for at least 2 minutes.

STEP 5. Pour the entire mix into the third clean vessel and continue to mix for a further minute. By using a third vessel any unmixed component on the side of the container is eliminated from the mix.

Depending on the product being mixed and the requirement of the resin system in application degassing can be employed. 

STEP 6. The resin system is now ready for use.
